time. Physically, depression can
manifestitself in a variety of
ways These waysinclude
headaches, muscleaches, chest
pains, etc. Also, people may expe-
rience symptoms such as feeling
excessively tired, and have weight
gain/lossissues.

Treatments are available
to help curb thesesymptoms.
Treatments include taking pre-
scription anti- depressantsdaily,
psychotherapy in a nonthre aten-
ing environment, changein diet,
exercising more frequently, etc.
Other ways totreat this illness
involve using certain herbs and
spicesin at-home remedies.
