The Importance ofust One Vte
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The election of 2008
is a historic election in the
making. For the first time,
there is a black presidential
candidate, and a woman in
the vice presidential slot.

Barack Obama
made headlines for being the
first black candidate to make
it through the Democratic
primaries. He also raised
more money through public
donations than all the other
potential nominees @m-
bined.

On the opposite
side, bhn McCain, easily
won the primaries. At 72, he
is the oldest first term presi-
dential candidate. His vice-
president selection is for
Sarah Palin, the first woman
ewverto bein that position.

This is also the first
election where both
candidates are from the
Senate since Dbhn F
Kennedy‘s election in 1960.
Before him, there have only
been two others sitting con-

A. Garfield in 1880.

Half of the 32
million  nonvoters who
reported they werenot regis-
tered simply said they were
not interested in politics,
and they did not careto vote.

The 2004 voting
rate was higher for those
with college degrees (67%)
than for those without
(39%). College graduates
had a higher percentile than
45-64 year olds with only
high  school education
(63%). Adults 25-44 with
some college education had
a higher rate than oneswith -
out any college experience as
well (64%).
