Exit the Expressway at Exit #44. Stay in the right lane and take the first exit
(Route 168/Blackwoody/Sicklerville). Turn left at the bottom of the ramp onto
Sicklerville Road.Turn left at the first traffic light (onto Hickstown Road). Turn
left at the first traffic light (onto Peter Cheeseman Road). The entrance to the
college is one half mile on the left side. Follow signs to the Connector Building.
